Scholarship applications for all students are processed by the Stillman College Office of 
Scholarship Programs. All applicants who successfully complete the application and meet the 
scholarship eligibility requirements before April 1st each year will be considered for academic 
scholarships.  
 
GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT SCHOLARSHIPS  
 
Stillman College scholarship applications will be reviewed by a Scholarship Committee consisting 
of faculty, staff, and student representatives. The committee will operate within the framework of 
federal and state regulations and college policy and procedures for awarding scholarships to 
students. The committee’s recommendations will be reviewed and approved by the Coordinator of 
Scholarship Programs and the President. The committee will receive scheduled reports and 
monitor scholarship awards to ensure budget integrity.  
  
Scholarships will be awarded each spring to be applied to the following fall/spring semester(s). A 
student who receives a scholarship must register for a minimum of 15 



 
International students and student-athletes are eligible for academic scholarships.  In order to 
receive the scholarship award, the international student must submit a citizenship verification 
form, along with the proof of residency required documentation by April 1.  
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
